Article 1 Name and Nature of the Event:
1.1 The Event shall be known as Capricorn Resort Rally 2011.
1.2 The Event is a State level event special stage rally conducted under a CAMS permit, which will be on display at Rally Headquarters. 
The Event is held under the International Sporting Code of the FIA and the National Competition Rules of CAMS, the National Rally Code (NRC), the 2011 Queensland Rally Handbook, the relevant Queensland Rally Championship and Series Regulations as provided on the CAMS Web site, these Supplementary Regulations, and any Further Regulations or Bulletins as authorised by CAMS. 
This Event will be conducted under and in accordance with CAMS OH&S and Risk Management Policies, which can be found on the CAMS website at www.cams.com.au
1.3 Insurance for this event will be provided in accordance with Appendix I of the 2011 CAMS Manual of Motor Sport.

1.4 The Event will be conducted using A to A Timing as per NRC 1.33.

Article 4 Stewards of the Event:
4.1 The Chief Steward of this event is Peter Marcovich
4.2 Other Stewards of this Event are Barry Neuendorff and Peter Rasmussen
Article 5 Place and Date of this Event:
5.1 The Event will be conducted on Private and Forestry Roads at Capricorn Resort and Byfield State Forest, Yeppoon on 16th July 2011.
Article 6 Description of proposed event and competition:
6.1 The Event
6.1.1 The Distance of this event will be approximately;
6.1.1.1 Queensland Rally Championship, Queensland Clubman Series, CAMS 2WD Rally Championship and All Comer competitors - 145km competitive plus 255km liaison.
6.1.2 The event shall start at the Visitors Carpark at Capricorn Resort with the first vehicle intended to commence at 1000 hrs on Saturday, 16th July 2011.
6.1.3 Rally Headquarters and the Official Notice Board shall be located at the Kookaburra Room, Capricorn Resort from 0900 hrs to 1100 hrs and from 1500 hrs to 1700 hrs on Friday 15th July 2011 and from 0600 hrs on Saturday 16th July 2011.
6.1.4 Distribution of Event documentation (e.g. Road books, etc) will commence at 0600 hrs on Saturday 16th July to 0900 hrs providing that Pre-Event documentation and Pre-Event scrutiny has been completed. A member from each crew will have to sign for receipt of such documentation
6.1.5 A compulsory Competitor briefing will be held at the Capri Club at 0900 hrs on 16th July 2011. All Competitors must attend and are responsible for recording their attendance on a sign-on sheet provided by the organisers. Failure to attend will result in a report to the Stewards with a request that a penalty be imposed. 
6.1.6 Competitors are required to lodge competing vehicles in the pre-start staging area, which is not considered to be Parc Ferme, not less than 15 minutes prior to the Competitor Briefing. Competition is intended to commence at 1000 hrs Saturday 16th July 2011.
6.2 Number of Entries
6.2.1 A maximum number of entries may be applied by the Clerk of Course. That maximum may be 50 however this may be increased at the discretion of the Clerk of Course.
6.2.2 The organisers reserve the right to cancel or postpone the event if a minimum number of entries are not received. That minimum may be 25.
6.3 Classes of Competition
6.3.1 Eligible classes for this Queensland Rally Championship event are QRC, Clubman, Classic and ACR. Regulations are available on www.cams.com.au.
6.3.2 The Clerk of Course may, at his absolute discretion, combine any of the classes. Any decision under this Article will be made after the close of entries and prior to competition commencing and shall be communicated to competitors in either the form of the Further Regulations or a Bulletin.

ACR Vehicles must comply with the CAMS 2011 Manual of Motor Sport- National Rally Code, Schedule R – Requirements for all Rally Cars

  Whilst compliance to the letter of existing rally categories is not necessary, it will be a requirement for 
  cars to be generally within the spirit of those rules. The specification of any car not complying with a 
  CAMS Rally Car category/group published in the 2011 CAMS Manual of Motor Sport is required to be  
  submitted to the Organisers. The Organisers reserve the right to reject any entry at its absolute 
 
  discretion.

6.4 Starting and Running Order
6.4.1 A list of vehicles authorised to start the Event will be published on the Official Notice Board at Rally Headquarters at 0915 hrs on Saturday 16th July 2011. 

6.4.2 The starting order of vehicles shall be determined by the Clerk of Course in his absolute discretion having regard to any information that he deems relevant including, but not limited to, any Queensland Rally Championship seeding list that may be available from time to time, any information supplied by the competitor and any information sought or received.
6.4.3 The Clerk of Course may, in his absolute discretion, vary the time spent by individual crews in any regroup, which may have the effect of reseeding the field running order.
6.4.4 Crew will be permitted to rejoin the event in compliance with NRC Article 6.10.
6.5 Postponement, abandonment, cancellation and amendment
6.5.1 The Promoter reserves the right to postpone, abandon or cancel the Event in accordance with NCR 59
6.5.2 The Clerk of Course may amend the Event by issuing a Bulletin in accordance with NRC and NCR requirements.
6.6 Signals during Competition
6.6.1 Standard Rally Boards as per the 2011 CAMS Manual of Motor Sport will be used during this event. 

6.7 Refuelling and Servicing 
6.7.1 All vehicles transporting persons and or equipment involved in the maintenance, refuelling or support of competing vehicles or competitors must be registered with the Organisers on the form supplied. This registration is considered to be part of documentation. 

6.7.2 All persons involved in the maintenance, refuelling or support of competing vehicles or competitors must be registered with the Organisers on the form supplied. This registration is considered to be part of documentation.

6.7.3 Servicing is only permitted in areas prescribed in the Road Book. A Service Guide will be provided for registered Service Crews.  

6.7.4 Notwithstanding Article 6.8.3 the crew, using solely the equipment on board and with no external physical assistance, may perform service on the car at any time other than where this is specifically prohibited.

6.7.5 Speed limits within all Service Areas will be a maximum of 15 km/h. Competitors found to be travelling in excess of this speed limit will be reported to the Stewards of the Meeting with a recommendation that a time and/or monetary penalty be applied. Excessive speed or repeat offenders may be excluded from the event.

6.7.6 When necessary as part of service (i.e. changing a fuel tank or pump), emptying or refilling of fuel is permitted in a Service Area provided that:
6.7.6.1 The work is carried out under the supervision of a Marshall.
6.7.6.2 No other work is carried out on the car during the emptying and/or refuelling operation. 
6.7.6.3 A suitable safety perimeter is established around the car. 
6.7.6.4 Two fire Marshalls are present with fire extinguishers sufficient in capacity and suitable for use in a flammable liquid fire.
6.7.6.5 Only sufficient fuel is added to reach the next refuel zone.

6.7.7 All persons involved in the refuelling of cars must wear non-flammable long sleeves, long pants and non-flammable closed-in shoes. 

6.7.8 The maximum distance between refuel points is approximately 60 km consisting of 30 km competitive.
6.7.9 Fuel must comply with Schedule G of the 2011 CAMS Manual of Motor Sport.
6.8  Odometer Check

6.8.1 An official 4km odometer check will be set up starting near the Service Station and heading towards the Roundabout. It will be clearly marked. More information in the further Supplementary Regulations.
Article 7 Eligibility of Competitors:
7.1 Entry Forms

7.1.1 Entries open on release of these Supplementary Regulations and close at 1730 hrs on Monday 11th July 2011. 

7.1.2 Entry forms must be completed in full to be accepted.

7.1.3 Entries to be returned by post to the address of the Event Secretary (see Article 2.2 of these Regulations). 

7.1.4 By arrangement with the Event Secretary, an entry may be lodged in person at a place determined by the Secretary of the Event. Any such lodgement will be within the times and dates specified in Article 7.1.1 of these Regulations.
7.2 Entry and other fees

7.2.1 The entry fee for all competitors of the Event is $685.00 inclusive of all fees. The entry fee for the Clubman and HMAC competitors of the Event is $630.00 inclusive of all fees.
 A discount of $100.00 will apply if paid by 1730 hrs on Friday 1 July 2011.
 Included in the Entry Fee are two tickets to Friday nights’ Meet and Greet and two tickets to Saturday nights’ Presentation Dinner.
7.2.2 Entry fees may be paid by cash or cheque to the address of the secretary of the meeting contained in Article 2.2 of these regulations. 

7.2.3 Entry fees may be paid by direct deposit to the following:

· Competitors should include their name and the Event title as a reference.
· Proof of direct deposit MUST be shown at pre-event documentation. 

7.2.4 Entry fee is inclusive of one service vehicle, which includes the number of persons the registered vehicle is legally able to carry as Service Crew. Additional Service vehicles are permitted, for an extra fee of $20.00 per vehicle, which includes the number of persons that the vehicle is legally able to carry.
7.3 Conditional acceptance of entries 

7.3.1 Entries are accepted at the discretion of the Promoter in accordance with NCR’s. 

7.3.2 Should the maximum number of entries (see Article 6.2.1 of these Regulations) be exceeded, entries will be accepted conditionally in order of receipt and be subject to acceptance following a withdrawal of a competitor or a refusal of permission to start pursuant to Article 7.4 of these Regulations.
7.4 Refusal of Entries  

7.4.1 Entries may be refused as per NCR 83. 
7.4.2 Competitors who fail to complete documentation will be refused permission to start and the entry fee shall not be refunded. 

7.4.3 Competitors who fail to complete scrutiny will be refused permission to start and the entry fee shall not be refunded.
7.5 Nomination of Drivers and Co-drivers

7.5.1 The competition Crew of each vehicle shall comprise of two persons, one of whom shall be nominated as a Driver, and one as a Co-driver. Either person may drive the vehicle during the Event on any road which is not part of a Special Stage subject to the provisions of Article 7.6.2.1 of these Regulations.
7.6 Documentation

7.6.1 It is the Competitor’s absolute responsibility to ensure that all necessary documentation is provided at the time and place required by the Promoter.

7.6.2 Documentation must be presented at pre-event documentation held in conjunction with scrutiny in accordance with Article 8.3 of these Regulations. 

7.6.2.1 The following current documents must be presented in order that documentation is assessed as complete: CAMS Competitors Licence of Clubman level or above, CAMS Vehicle Log Book as required by NCR 150, current CAMS affiliated Club Membership Card, a Signed and completed Entry Confirmations/Service Crew Disclaimers, Service Vehicle registration plus a Current Civil Drivers Licence for Driver and Co-driver, except in the case of a Co-driver who holds a CAMS licence restricting that person to navigation or co-driving duties only. Should the Co-driver hold a ‘Navigation Only’ licence then the provisions of Article 7.5.1 of these regulations will not be interpreted to allow the Co-driver to drive the competing vehicle.
7.6.3 Current Registration documentation for vehicle, including any limited use permit or authorisation.
7.6.3.1 In the case of vehicles registered in Queensland, a Third Party Insurance extension certificate. This certificate must be valid for the date of the Event, list the Owner’s name, vehicle details and should bear the full name of the Event. This Certificate MUST also be valid for Friday 15th July for any competitive vehicles taking part in the Media / Sponsor day.
7.7 Change of Crew details

7.7.1 Competitors may change the details of competing crew with the approval of the Stewards of the Meeting up until the time for the closure of documentation.

Article 8 Eligibility of vehicles:
8.1 Vehicle Eligibility
8.1.1 Vehicles that comply with the relevant Queensland Rally Championship and Series Regulations as provided on the CAMS Web site are eligible to enter the Event.
8.1.2 Any vehicle which is road registered and complies with the general requirements for Rally Cars    (Schedules A and R in the 2011 CAMS Manual of Motor Sport ) may be eligible to enter the Event. The specification of any car not complying with a CAMS Rally Car category/group published in the 2011 CAMS Manual of Motor Sport is required to be submitted to the Organisers. The Organisers reserve the right to reject any entry at its absolute discretion.
8.1.3 Unregistered vehicles with a Unregistered Vehicle Permit are ineligible to compete.
8.2 Advertising and Marking on vehicles

8.2.1 The Organiser may supply advertising material to be placed in a prominent location on the competing vehicle.

8.2.2 The Organiser will supply vehicle competition numbers. 
8.2.3 Vehicles must comply with Part 1.4 of the 2011 Queensland Rally Handbook.  
8.3 Scrutineering  and official examination of vehicles 

8.3.1 Pre-Event scrutiny will take place at: North Rocky Mechanical, 43 Quinn Street, North Rockhampton on Wednesday, 6th July 2011 between 1730 hrs and 2030 hrs and  Goodyear Tyre and Brake Service, Sumner Park, Brisbane between 1730 hrs and 2030 hrs on Wednesday, 6th July 2011.
8.3.2 Competitors residing within 100 kilometres of Rockhampton or Brisbane GPO must attend pre-event scrutiny at the time and place mentioned in Article 8.3.1 of these regulations.
8.3.3 Competitors residing more than 100 kilometres from Rockhampton or Brisbane GPO may attend pre-event scrutiny at a nominated venue. Competitors wishing to claim this privilege must apply in writing to the Event Secretary at the time of lodgement of their entry. Failure to do so may result in being denied a start in the Event.

8.3.4 In exceptional circumstances the Chief Scrutineer may authorise to make such arrangements, in his absolute discretion, for the scrutiny of a particular vehicle at another location with the express written approval of the Clerk of Course.

8.3.5 Competitors, who attend Pre-Event Scrutiny in accordance with Article 8.3.1 and 8.3.2 of these regulations, may be directed by a Scrutineer to attend re-scrutiny at the time and place mentioned in Article 8.3.4 of these Regulations.

8.3.6 The Competitor must have available at Scrutiny, including any Post Event scrutiny, the entered vehicle’s homologation form if the vehicle is homologated, or the relevant Work Shop manual if the vehicle is not homologated, as well as any appendices to these documents. The vehicle entered must comply with the relevant document/s. 
8.3.6.1 If these documents are not produced at Pre-Event scrutiny then the vehicle may not be authorised to be Scrutineered for the Event and the Clerk of Course may not include the vehicle in the list of vehicles authorised to start the Event. 
8.3.6.2 If these documents are not produced at any Post Event scrutiny that may occur, then the vehicle shall not be Scrutineered and the Clerk of the Course may not include the vehicle in the provisional results for the Event. 
8.3.6.3 The provisions of Article 8.3 may be varied by the Scrutineer.

8.3.7 Any vehicle that fails to be assessed as having “No Apparent Faults Found” at pre-event scrutiny will not be allowed to start the Event.

8.3.8 A vehicle judged as un-roadworthy by a Judge of Fact mentioned in Article 11.1.1 of these Regulations during the running of the Event will not be allowed to continue.
8.3.9 Post-Event scrutiny may be held.
9 Determination of results and awards:
9.1 The Event comprises a number of distinct special stages.

9.2 Subject to Articles 9.3 and 9.4, to be classified as a finisher and be eligible for any result or award the competing crew are required to attend all time controls within their allotted late time. 

9.3 Penalties will be applied in accordance with sporting regulations contained in special stage rallies using A to A Timing as per National Rally Code 1.33. 

9.4 The total elapsed time of all special stages coupled with any other penalties applied shall be the basis for the determination of results and awards. 
9.5 A presentation of awards will take place at a time and place to be advised in the Further Regulations
10 List of awards and Prizes:
10.1 The following awards will be made to crews in accordance with results determined as per Article 9 of these regulations:

10.1.1  Outright 1st – Trophy for Driver and Co-driver

10.1.2  Outright 2nd – Trophy for Driver and Co-driver

10.1.3  Outright 3rd – Trophy for Driver and Co-driver
10.1.4 QRC Awards –as per the 2011 Queensland Rally Championship Sporting Regulations

10.1.5 CAMS 2WD Rally Championship Awards –as per the 2011 Queensland Rally Championship Sporting Regulations

10.1.6 ALLCOMER RALLY- Outright 1st,2nd,3rd- trophy for Driver and Co-driver
10.2 In the event of a tie, Competitors will share equally in any awards. 
10.3 Organisers reserve the right to combine awards for multiple category winners.
11 Judge of Fact:
11.1 In accordance with NCR 181 the following persons are deemed to be Judges of Fact for the purpose specified:

11.1.1 Scrutineers are deemed Judges of Fact in relation to;
11.1.1.1 The safety and equipment of vehicles.
11.1.1.2 The measurement of emitted noise 

11.1.2 The Event Secretary is deemed a Judge of Fact in relation to the acceptance of documentation.

11.1.3  Control Officials are deemed Judges of Fact in relation to all matters connected with the application of the provision of Appendix A to the NRC.
11.1.4 The Clerk of Course, Deputy Clerk of Course and Assistant Clerks of Course are deemed Judges of Fact in relation to matters mentioned in Articles 11.1.1 and 11.1.3 of these regulations.
11.1.5 Police Officers rostered for and performing police duties shall be deemed Judges of Fact in relation to compliance with the Transport Operations (Road Use Management) Act and Regulations.
12 Penalties: 

12.1 Competitors are directed to the provisions of the NRC generally and the provisions of Appendix A of the NRC.

12.2 Competitors found to be presenting a Road Card not clearly marked with their competitor number at any Controls without the express permission of the Clerk of Course or Event Secretary will be excluded from the Event and a monetary fine may be imposed by the Stewards.
13 Protests:
13.1 Competitors are reminded of the provisions of Part XII of the NCR’s regarding protests. In accordance with Appendix R of the CAMS Manual of Motor Sport.
