The entry fee for The Saint Rally will be $270, including forest levy, Ambulance Levy, and Road damage levy.   A discount of $50 will apply for entries received and paid for in full prior to 1930 hrs Wednesday 15th February 2012.

Entries open at upon publication of these regulations  and close at 1700 hrs Tuesday 21st February 2012.  An entry may be substituted for one lodged prior to the closing date of entries in respect of which the entrant has advised their inability to compete, subject to the provisions of NCR 80.   Entries must be made on the official form which must be completed and signed and accompanied by the entry fee.

Entries will be accepted at the discretion of the organisers subject to NCR 72 and 82.  A limit of 30 starters may be applied and the organisers reserve the right to cancel the event if less than 10 entries are received.

Apparel – as a minimum, both crew members will be required to wear non-flammable 


clothing which covers them from neck to wrist and to ankle, non-flammable shoes, and a 


CAMS approved safety 
helmet.  The wearing of a fire retardant driving suit, gloves and 


balaclava are highly recommended.

Servicing

7.1

All vehicles transporting persons or equipment involved in the maintenance and service of a competing vehicle must be registered with the organisers and will be provided with Service Instructions.  

7.2

(i)
The maximum distance between refuel points will be approximately 48 kms of which approximately 30 kms will be competitive.

(ii) A designated “Refuel Area” will be marked at Byfield Forest Station.

7.3

Prohibited service is defined as:





(i)   any person other than the driver and co-driver of the competing car 





  performing any work or action on that car

 


(ii)  the use or receipt by the driver or co-driver of any materials (solid or liquid), 




      spare parts, tools or equipment other than those carried by that competing car.       




     This does not include food or drinks to be consumed by the driver or co-driver




(iii) the parking of an identified service vehicle or the positioning or setting up of any    

 materials,  spare parts, tools or equipment on or adjacent to the route of the rally




   (iv)  the deviation of the competing car from the route of the rally whilst travelling through                                                                                      
any prohibited service area.

   Any infringement of this regulation noted by an official of the event may result in 




   a charge being laid by the Clerk of the Course.

A change of crew member or vehicle may be considered by the Clerk of the Course up to four hours prior to departure of the first car and may be approved subject to the agreement of the Stewards of the Meeting.

The organisers will supply competition numbers.

Competitors must have a white area 500 mm wide by 520 mm high encased in a border, on both front doors for event advertising and competition numbers.

Pre-event scrutiny by a regional Scrutineer will be permitted with the approval of the Chief Scrutineer and Clerk of the Course.  This Scrutiny must be carried out by an official specifically nominated by the Chief Scrutineer.  Applications for Regional pre-event scrutiny must accompany the Entry Form.



12.8

Any vehicle that does not pass pre-event scrutiny will not be allowed to start the event.  A vehicle deemed unroadworthy by the Clerk of the Course, Deputy Clerk of the Course or the Chief Scrutineer or his Deputy during the running of the event will not be allowed to continue.


12.9
Selected vehicles may be required for post-event scrutiny and be subject to sealing of components. The location and time for post-event scrutiny will be advised in Further Regulations.


12.10
The starting order will be determined by seeding established at the discretion of the organisers.   

12.11
All vehicles will be required to conform to the requirements of paragraph 7 of Schedule R of 


the 2012 CAMS Manual of Motor Sport and may be tested in accordance with the methods 


of measurement of emitted noise noted in the 2012 CAMS Manual of Motor Sport.

Article 13. 

Running Details


13.1
The Saint Rally will start from The Byfield Forest Station at 1300 hrs Saturday 25th February 2012.  All competitors are required  to book in to the Start area, which is not a Parc Ferme by 1200hrs.  Penalties of one minute per minute may apply to crews booking in late.  The location of the Start area will appear in Further Regulations.


13.2

There will be one Leg consisting of two (2) Sections, run three (3)  times.



Route instructions will be issued from 1030 hrs when booking in for documentation.  They must be signed for by a crew member, and it is the responsibility of the crew to ensure the instructions are complete and legible.


13.3

Minimum time intervals between cars at start controls will be two minutes.  This interval may be increased at the sole discretion of the Clerk of the Course.


13.4

The first car should finish the event at approximately 1730 hrs on 25th February 2012.  The finish location will be at The BYFIELD Forest Station.  Competitors may book in early at the Time Control at the end of their event without penalty.


13.5

The event will use the A - A timing system, as per the National Rally Code 1.33.


13.6    Tyres barriers and bunting are placed at  an SOS point during the event.   Should any competing  vehicle displace these during the event,  the crew are responsible for replacing them in the  correct  location.     Failure to do so,  will result in immediate disqualification from the event.

13.7

Performance Record, Scoring and Results will be in accordance with Section 5 of the National Rally Code (NRC).   Any lateness exceeding 30 minutes of the target time between two time controls or a total lateness exceeding 40 minutes will result in the exclusion of the crew.


13.8
Provisional results should be posted by 1830 hrs Saturday 25th Februaryt 2012.


13.9
Competitors are reminded of their rights to Protest under Part XII of the NCR’s.

13.10
Any crew retiring from the rally, for whatever reason, are requested to advise a Control 
Official at the Time Control or Stop Point, of their retirement from the event using the form
 supplied by the Organisers for that purpose.  (NRC 5.12)

13.11

Competitors are reminded of the provisions of the National Rally Code concerning overtaking and obstruction (NRC 5.9), and the use of reflective safety triangles (NRC 8.2), and the provisions of the 2012 Queensland Rally Handbook regarding the use of OK/Cross signs.

End of Event Parc Ferme



(i)
Immediately on completing the event all cars will enter Parc Ferme.




(ii)
While cars are in Parc Ferme, each car shall be washed down, to comply with Parks And Wildlife requirements regarding weed control. All cars must be presented for wash down, regardless of whether they complete the event or not.

The cars will be subject to Parc Ferme rules from the time they reach the end of the event until the crew is allowed to re-enter the Parc Ferme.

Official Observers appointed by CAMS or the Clerk of the Course, shall be Judges of Fact relative to Article: 15.2 (b), and 15.2 (c).            


15.4

The Clerk of the Course, Deputy Clerks of the Course and Assistant Clerks of the Course shall be deemed to be Judges of Fact relating to Articles 15.1 and 15.2. 


15.5

Police Officers on duty shall be deemed Judges of Fact in relation to compliance with the “Transport Operations (Road Use Management) Act 1995”
Use of prohibited Substances

During any event, consumption of alcoholic beverages in the paddock, pits or any other portion of the competition venue under the control of the officials is expressly forbidden until all practice or competition activity is concluded for each day.  Any driver or crew member who is found to be affected by alcohol on the day of the event or practice therefore shall not be permitted to participate.  Refer NCR 145A of the Current CAMS Manual. In addition, the persons concerned will be subject to the Articles of the Standard Operating Procedure for Alcohol Testing and CAMS Anti-Doping Policy. Competitors, crews or officials may be randomly tested for alcohol by a CAMS Accredited Testing Official (CATO) or other drugs at any time during the event(s). 

Other Prohibited Substances

The CAMS Anti Doping Policy, as appears in the CAMS Manual of Motor Sport and as amended from time to time, is recognised as an integral component of the NCR and is duly authorised as such.

In any areas where the National Competition Rules and the CAMS Anti Doping Policy conflict, the CAMS Anti Doping Policy will take precedence.
