Helmets shall be worn at all times while competing in Khanacross events and shall comply with Schedule D of the General Requirements for Cars & Drivers. Fuel must comply with Schedule G of the current CAMS Manual. A Fire Extinguisher is mandatory.
11. Results shall be calculated as per the Khanacross code to the nearest second.
12. Event Organisers reserve the right to cancel, abandon or postpone the event in accordance with NCR 59 of the current CAMS Manual.
13.
